Equine Activity Release and Hold Harmless Agreement
Hold Harmless

I, ________________________________, the undersigned have read and understand, and freely and voluntarily enter into this Release and Hold Harmless Agreement with Jennifer Mastronardi ("Mastronardi"), The Clay’s property owners of 5115 Rivoli Dr Macon, GA 31210, understanding that this Release and Hold Harmless Agreement is a waiver of any and all liability.
· I understand the potential dangers that I could incur in mounting, riding, walking, boarding, or feeding any horse, including, but not limited to, any interactions with other horses.  Understanding those risks, I hereby release Jennifer Mastronardi, The Clay’s, its officers, directors, shareholders, employees and anyone else directly or indirectly connected with that Company from any liability whatsoever in the event of injury or damage of any nature, including, but not limited to death, to me or anyone else caused by or incidental to my electing to interact with, mount, and/or ride a horse owned or operated by myself or another.

· I understand and recognize and warrant that this Release and Hold Harmless Agreement is being voluntarily and intentionally signed and agreed to, and that in signing this Release and Hold Harmless Agreement I know and understand that this Release and Hold Harmless Agreement may further limit the liability of equine professionals to include any activity, whatsoever, involving an equine, including death, personal injury and/or damage to property.
· I recognize and agree that I know which equine professional(s) I will be working with, and acknowledge that I agree said equine professional(s) has/have made reasonable and prudent efforts to determine my ability to engage in the equine activity, and has/have sufficient knowledge of my equine and horseback riding skills as to relieve, release and hold harmless said equine professional(s) from any continuing duty to monitor my equine activities. I further voluntarily agree and warrant to Release and Hold Harmless this/these equine professional(s) from any liability whatsoever, including, but not limited to, any incident caused by or related to said equine professional's/professionals' negligence, related to injuries known, unknown, or otherwise not herein disclosed; including, but not limited to, injuries, death, or property damage from: mounting; riding; dismounting; walking; grooming; feeding; use of horse barn, paddock, trails, or horse ring, in any capacity; falling off horse whether horse is bucking, flipping, spooked; or my failure to understand any
equine professional's directions relating to my riding or otherwise use and control, or                  lack thereof, of my horse or the horse I have been assisting with.

· In exchange or consideration for using, enjoying, engaging in horse-related activities or working on the land, equipment, animals, or other facilities of any nature located The Clay’s 5115 Rivoli Dr Macon, GA 31210, I agree to hold harmless and unconditionally indemnify the owners against and for all liability, cost, expenses, claims, and damages which I may at any time suffer or sustain or become liable for by reasons of any accidents, damages or injuries either to me, my property or to others I bring on the land, in any manner arising from my activities on said land. 
· I warrant that I understand and accept the inherent risks involved with farm and farm animal activities, and that I have read carefully the above language and agree to and approve the same as is evidenced by my signature below.  I further agree that this Indemnity Agreement will remain in effect as long as I continue to visit this property.

Damages/Loss
· Boarder understands and agrees that Boarder will make payment to the Manager for any damage to said premises caused by Horse, excluding reasonable wear and tear.

· Boarder understands and agrees that Boarder shall not hold the Manager responsible for any disease, illness, injury or death to horse or to Boarder, Boarder's Friends, Relatives, or Acquaintances occurring on Manager's property, including arising from water, electricity, snow, ice, hail, fire, building structure, building structure default, wind, acts of carelessness, negligence, vandalism, misjudgment or acts of God.
· Boarder understands that Manager/owner shall not be liable for any injury to the Horse or damage to any property resulting from the Horse should it escape from any of Manager's enclosures or while on Manager's/owners property.  Manager/owner shall not be liable for any injury to the Horse resulting from the inherent behavior of Horse beyond Manager's/owner’s control, including, but not limited to, running, bucking, biting, kicking, shying, stumbling, rearing, falling, or flipping.
· Boarder fully understands that POEC dose not carry insurance to on boarders horses or their property. Any boarders are strongly recommended to carry their own insurance on personal horses, tack and property. 
Emergency Care and Medical Care

· Boarder does hereby give permission to the Manager to secure regular vaccination and worming services for Horse(s), to be billed directly or included as an extra charge in Boarder's monthly billing.  All boarders will provide Coggins and health papers prior to the Manager's acceptance of the Horse, or permit Manager to isolate horse until such time as Manager can secure Coggins and health papers, said costs will be billed to Boarder.  Boarder additionally gives permission to Manager in the event the Horse becomes ill or in need of major or medical attention, to care for Horse to the best of Manager's professional knowledge, to secure such emergency care as is deemed reasonably necessary, including emergency surgery, and to make reasonable attempts to notify 
· Boarder by telephone to provide information or to secure instructions.  Boarder shall be fully responsible for all incurred costs, and authorizes Manager, as Boarder's agent, to direct emergency care providers to direct bill Boarder. Boarder understands that an extra charge will be added to the board if extra care is needed for treatment of the horse.

Boarder
Boarder agrees and understands that Boarder shall pay bard on or before the 1st day of each month.  Payment received later than the 5th day of each month will result in a $10 late charge per day.  Any returned checks will be charged a $30 NSF fee.  Resolution of boards in arrears of 30 days or more will be at the discretion of barn manager and/or stable owner in accordance with Georgia law.

· Show Clip  and Mane pull trim ears, muzzle, bridle path and trim cornet bands $50.00

Lessons

· All Scheduled lessons must be canceled or rescheduled with in a 4 hour notice. No refund or make up if 4 hour notice is not given. No exceptions
· All lessons that were purchased in a package must be made up if missed, no refund or adjustments will be applied to the following months bill. 
· Proper attire must be worn in lessons.  Shirts tucked in, breeches, riding boots, half chaps or tall boots, approved helmets and hair pulled back out of there faces.  Jeans are allowed but they must be worn with a belt and half chaps.
Private Lessons
· $45.00 per lesson.  If purchased in a package you will receive

 4 lessons for $170.00.
Private and Semi Private package

· 4 Private lessons and 4 Semi Private Lessons for $300.00 per month. Totaling 8 lesson per month.

Semi-Private Lesson
· $35.00 per lesson.  You will receive 1 lesson with up to 4 people per lesson. . 

·  If purchased in a package you will receive 4 lessons for $130.00. Or 8 Lessons for $260.00 per month.

Trainer Riding / Training Sessions

· 1 training ride or training session $30.00
· Package of 5 training rides or training session $125.00
Horse Transportation

· Boarder understands and agrees that horse(s) are not to be removed from the premises for any length of time (for show purposes, breeding, etc.) unless management is notified or  otherwise approved by management. 

· Any transportation provided by Pleasant Oaks Equestrian Center must be paid in full before services are rendered. 
Acceptance
· Boarder agrees to maintain and show proof of currant:
·  Negative coggins- Yearly
· Required vaccines: Influenza and Rhinopneumonitis – Bi Yearly
· Eastern/Western -  Bi Yearly
· Encephalitis - Yearly
· Tetanus- Yearly
· Rabies- Yearly
· Boarder acknowledges that training and boarding services provided to the horse maintain or appreciate its value.  Boarder therefore expressly acknowledges that Georgia law provides Jennifer Mastronardi (hereinafter "Manager"), a first and prior lien on any horses boarded at Stable, in an amount reasonably necessary to secure payment of fees for same.  Boarder acknowledges Manager's contractual right to place an enforceable lien on the Horse for any unpaid fees accrued under this contract.  
· Boarder agrees that all outstanding balances due for board, veterinary care, farrier work, transportation fees, show fees, and/or all other fees, charges and expenses incurred pursuant to the care, training, and/or competition of Horse(s) under this contract shall be paid in full prior to Manager's release of Horse.  Boarder further grants Manager a lien upon a security interest in the Horse, and any Foal produced by the Horse, if applicable, to secure payment of all obligations and amounts due under this contract.  Manager may, at any time until all amounts due hereunder are fully paid, file a photocopy of this contract in the county and state in which the Horse or Pony is kept, and/or where the Boarder resides, and when so filed, the copy shall be effective as a financing statement as well as security agreement.  At any time the Boarder's fees remain unpaid for more than 30 days past the due date, Manager may foreclose its security interest in the Horse.  Ten days prior written notice shall be deemed reasonable notice of any foreclosure sale.  Time is of the essence in regards to cure of default.   
Termination
· Boarder's fees remain unpaid for more than 30 days past the due date, Manager may foreclose its security interest in the Horse.  Tend days prior written notice shall be deemed reasonable notice of any foreclosure sale.  Time is of the essence in regards to cure of default. 
· Boarder understands that failure to abide by this agreement, including Stable Rules, as amended from time to time, incorporated by reference herein, constitutes a breach of this agreement and will be treated as grounds for immediate termination of this agreement by Manager.  Outstanding fees will be treated accordingly.

· This agreement may be terminated without cause by either party upon thirty days prior written notice.  Boarder is expressly prohibited from removing Horse prior to payment in full of all outstanding accounts with Manager.  Should Boarder terminate agreement without a 30 day written notice, an early termination fee of a full months board will be due prior to removing the horse off of  the property.
· Applicable Law, Jurisdiction, Venue, and Attorneys' Fees:  This agreement shall be construed and governed by the laws of the State of Georgia.  Jurisdiction and Venue for all disputes connected with this agreement shall be proper in Bibb County, Georgia.  In the event lawsuit is brought with respect to enforcing this contract, Manager/Owner shall be entitled to recover her reasonable attorneys' fees and costs incurred in such action if a prevailing party.
